Lady Katarzyna again entered court to name those whose efforts in archery and the Royal Rounds earned them the coveted tassels
made to clean the ammunition of our Barony’s archers.

The members of the Order of Saint Barbara were called into court. Lady Alexandria Wright was invited to join them and was
greeted by her fellows with many hugs, tears and joy. The Lady was unable to attend the court where this award was first given
and it was important for all to know of this fine Lady’s deeds and to be officially welcomed by her fellows.
